Either way, our 

Security Team is on top of this.  As a result, they have adjusted their patrol times and locations to 

increase their presence when criminals are more likely to be active.  Since our Security Team is 

present only about 10% of the time, doubling or even tripling their presence is not a satisfactory 

method of fighting crime. It is important that each of us safeguard our own property and utilize as 

many crime-fighting tactics as practical.  These should include keeping valuables out of sight, 

locking our home and vehicles, installing and using monitored security systems, and installing 

motion activated outdoor lighting.  Because of the few hours that the Security Team is present in 

LSA, it is important that you always report all criminal problems directly to the Police.   

 

 In closing, I want to extend my personal thanks to all of the residents who volunteer their 

time and talents to improve our neighborhood.  This is especially true of those that serve as directors 

of the SLA and LSCA.  These are both ñworkingò boards, where the directors not only provide 

guidance to the direction of the board, but also serve as chairs of committees that take on the day to 

day management of key responsibilities.  Whenever you have the chance, please thank our volunteers 

for their time.  They work hard on your behalf, and they are the 

only reason that things get accomplished.

What could be more fun than a day sailing on our beautiful lake?  The photo shows 

members of the Marks family sailing last spring.  Of course, fishing is the most 

popular sport enjoyed by many residents while others try their hand at kayaking, 

sight seeing by boat, or just enjoying a summer evening ride around the lake.  

Speaking of fishing, we have had our fish tested by LSU and they fine for eating.  

We also test the lake water three times per year for fecal coliforms and we are 

within the recommended levels.  We ask everyone to please abide by our fishing 

rules.

Fishing Rules: 
 

All non-resident guests must have a valid La. Recreational Fishing License on their 

possession, in accordance with La. Wildlife and Fisheries laws. The Resident 

hosting the guest(s) must be with the guest at all times. 

 

¶ Daily bass limit set at 3 between 10 to 19 inches and 1 of the 3 may be over 19 inches. All others must be safely 

returned to the lake. 

¶ Daily crappie (or sac-a-lait) limit set at 5 over 8 inches. All others must be safely returned to the lake. 

¶ Daily catfish limit set at 10 over 12 inches in length. All others must be safely returned to the lake. 

¶ Pan fish (or bream) will have no limit or size restriction. 

¶ Catches can be checked by any subdivision resident or security patrol member. Violations will result in a 1 year 

suspension of lake use by anyone connected with that lotôs described allowed lake user. 

 

Use of seine nets or any other type of net fishing is banned. The use of trot lines, bottle floats, balloon style floats or 

other type of line style fishing with multiple hooks is banned and deemed unsafe due to hazards posed to residents and 

boats. 

Council Report By Dick Hevey  

 

The Sherwood Lake Council is charged with enforcing the Restrictions & Covenants (R&Côs) of Lake Sherwood 

Acres.  The Council is composed of three Directors of the Board.  The R&Côs were put in place by Mr. Coursey, the 

developer of Lake Sherwood Acres, to ensure the beauty and integrity of our subdivision.  Since the late 1970ôs, when 

the R&Côs were written, many technological advances have occurred such as individual home satellite service, solar 

panels, individual standby generators, wind generators and others.  For the most part the R&Côs do not address these 

matters.   

 

The Council has adopted a series of Policies to guide it when 

residents apply for permits to build/install these things.  These 

policies are listed on the website at:  www.lakesherwoodacres.com.  

On the left side of the home page click on Council and then Policies. 

 

Election season has started and the Council would like to remind all 

residents that no signs can be displayed other than a real estate FOR 

SALE sign.  The sign restriction was incorporated into the original 

R&Côs of Lake Sherwood Acres to cut down on the clutter these 

signs create.  So, work to get out the vote for your favorite candidate 

but please do not put up any signs! 
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Grounds Report By Leif Grotness  

 
All our special grounds projects planned for this year are now nearly complete. 

 

Major work on the Lake Sherwood Ave. North entrance project was completed 

during the 1st quarter, including lighting of the live oaks, planter and new sign; 

restoration of the median turf, and upgrading of the irrigation system.  This fall, 

DPW will place mulch under all the oaks at the LSAN and S entrances and replace 

two missing live oaks. 

 

 A small park like setting has been created on the common ground adjacent to the 

bridge on Lake Sherwood East.  Following installation of a bulkhead and a deck this 

spring, several trees were removed and three dozen shrubs were planted.  In addition 

the new fence around the sewage lift station was stained and treated, turf was 

installed and an irrigation system provided. 

 

The special project work at the Lake Sherwood Ave. South entrance has just been 

completed.   This entrance has been upgraded in a manner similar to the one at LSA 

N. A new brick wall and Lake Sherwood Acres signs have been installed.   

Electrical service has been provided, and lighting, new plants, turf repairs and 

irrigation work was just completed this month.   As planned, lights will not be 

installed in the live oaks at this entrance.   These trees need to mature further before 

this can be considered. 

 

DPW has come through with much 

appreciated support for our entrance projects, 

including installation of new sidewalks on 

both sides of LSA N, pruning and removal of 

trees and shrubs, landscape architect plans 

for new shrubs and plantings, and assistance 

navigating the halls of DPW when we 

needed help with planning, permits, work 

coordination and expediting.
