In our continuing effort to improve property values in Lake Sherwood, the 2009 Board includes a new committee 

dedicated to real estate issues.  Michael Cahill and Jim Cazes serve on this committee, whose purpose is to develop 

plans to work with realtors, appraisers, lenders, and residents to try to find ways to increase the value of our homes in 

Lake Sherwood.   

Separately, but also with the goal of improving property values, the Grounds committee, chaired by Leif Grotness, is 

implementing a 2009 project of developing a master landscaping plan for the Subdivision.  Leif has written a separate 

article on this project.

Monthly weed 
spraying will begin in late April. If you donôt want your bulkhead weeds sprayed please notify Dick Hevey at 292-
5870.  Spring has brought out a large number of boaters and fishermen ï snakes too.  Many fish-
ermen are having good success near the fountains when they are operating.  The boat launch 
ramp at the Clubhouse is open for all residents to launch their boats.  Please do not park on the 
grass in front of the ramp.  Also, all boats must have two LSA stickers on them and the lot num-
ber.  Get the stickers from Dick Hevey.  Also, non-resident fishermen 
must be accompanied by a resident while fish- ing.  One fountain is shut 
down while two other fountains have lights burned out.  These repairs 
will be made in the next few weeks.  A fifth fountain is planned for the 
East finger of the lake in the area around lots 27-28.  A lake clean-up Sat-
urday will be scheduled for May.  Volunteers with boats will canvas the 
entire lake to remove debris, limbs, and other obstructions.  We will do this on May 9 from 8am 
to 11am with coffee and doughnuts;  come join the flotilla.  The new lake rules for 2009 have been adopted by the

5870; Louise Wen, 291-6622; and Don Frattini, 291-5295.  Last year the Council adopted 
three policies concerning Standby Generators, Gymborees and Satellite TV Dishes.  Check 
the website for these policies.  The Councilôs job is to protect our property values by enforc-
ing the R&Côs.  Please note that it is against the R&Côs and a City Ordinance to park vehi-
cles on the grass in front of your home.  Our police patrol will issue warnings and tickets if 
they observe this practice.  Also, for residents that have four-wheelers, please do not let 

your children operate them on our streets.  It is exceedingly dangerous and against City Ordinances.  Violators will be 
ticketed.
