The sewer project is beginning to impact our daily routines, with the installation of the new sewer line under
Plaza Tower Drive, the partial closing of Lake Sherwood East for upgrading the lift station on the ZZ tract, and
the micro-tunneling work in the Weiner Creek right-of-way. We have tried to keep you updated on this project
through timely resident emails.

The neighborhood meeting feedback was very informative, and clearly indicated that, while
the concepts were appealing, a major renovation and modernization of the entrance structures, cul-de-sacs and
common grounds of the subdivision was too costly for most residents to justify.

Grounds

The Grounds Team has been focused on completing the Master Plan for
upgrading our aging common areas and subdivision entrances. Planning and
design work contracted to J.W. Furr landscape architects has now been
completed.

A neighborhood meeting was held in the Club on June 11™. The draft Master
Plan was presented and residents were given opportunity to ask questions
and express their views. About 20 residents attended. Most comments on
the planned improvements were positive, but major concerns were voiced
over the $250k estimated total cost of the subdivision wide suggested
improvements.

Your Grounds Team is continuing to work on the plan. We seek to
significantly reduce project costs while maintaining many of the attractive
features in the initially proposed plan. We hope to soon start some

implementation work in the Lake Sherwood Ave. North entrance area.

During a recent meeting with Steve Shurtz, DPW Manager of Urban Forestry and Landscape, we were encouraged
to learn that DPW is very supportive of our plans to upgrade the North entrance area. We are hopeful that DPW will
agree to perform much of the planned work, thus reducing the cost of this part of our project significantly. Stay
tuned for further developments.

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Lake Information

Since the last Newsletter many things have happened
concerning our lake. First we had a very successful
Spring Lake clean-up early in May. Approximately 15
residents volunteered with 5 boats. We removed large
amounts of limbs and debris.

Also, all of the fountains were serviced in May by a
contractor. The burned out lights were replaced and the
water intakes were cleaned. More recently two
volunteers replaced a timer and made some electrical
repairs to the lights on two of the fountains.

Five ADanger o signs were i
where the wires run out to the fountains warning boaters
to stay back at least 30 feet from the bulkhead in those
areas. The wires have been cut by boat motor props
and it is expensive and difficult to repair the

damage. So, when you are out cruising in your boat,
watch for these signs and please stay back at least 30
feet.

Three fAPrivate Lakeo signs
two near the picnic table on Lake Sherwood Ave. E. and
one at the boat launch near the club. We hope these
signs will deter non-residents from using our lake.

Also in June we took six water samples from the lake for
testing at LSU. The samples were taken at the same
locations as samples taken in 2007. We are pleased to
report that the levels of e-coli bacteria in every sample
was greatly reduced from the 2007 samples and now
meet the EPA standard for recreational water use in 5
out of 6 samples. More tests are planned for August.

We purchased a 50 foot debris boom and installed it in
the canal across the street from the picnic table on Lake
Sherwood Ave. E. The purpose of the boom is to try and
catch the weeds and debris that float down from behind
the Holly Ridge Townhouses. During the first huge
storm the boom did not work as expected and a large

g amount of weeds

| flushed into our
lake. We are now
trying different
i| anchoring
| techniques to see if
| we can getitto
work as
planned. Also, we
L are trying to get the
City/Parish to spray
the weeds behind the townhouses. That will help a
lot. Jim Cazes has again this year kept the North West
end of the lake clean. We thank him for his efforts, and
hope that the boom, and spraying in Holly Ridge contain
the problem.

We still plan to add one more fountain this year. The
plan is to replace the 1/2hp fountain in the middle of the
lake with a 1hp fountain similar to the one near Lake
Sherwood Retirement Village. The smaller fountain will
then be refurbished and moved to the East finger of the

n

lake near lots 27 & 28. This will complete the planned
installation of five fountains that we began in 2005. The
improvement in water clarity and the absence of fish Kills
is a testament to the success of these fountains.

Please be sure your boat has Lake Sherwood stickers
on it and your lot number. People in boats without
stickers are assumed to not be residents and are asked
to leave. Having stickers makes our job easier. Also, if
your boat is torn loose from its moorings during a storm
having the lot number on it makes it easy to notify the
owner so it can be retrieved. Stickers are available
from any Lake Committee member listed below:

Council Activities

The Sherwood Lake Association Council has been

active this year issuing construction permits, reviewing
plans, enforcing the Restrictions and Covenants
(R&C6s) and in general try
Weres @ safie, ratéractive andepteasanhcorenzunity to livg u
in. Sometimes the actions of the Council seem to focus
on even the most minor i ss
adhered to if we are to maintain the quality of our
community that we have come to know and expect.

The Council does not have the option of selective
enforcement or ignoring even minor issues if they
violate the R&COs. So we
that the Council is working for the greater good of Lake
Sherwood Acres and is not playing favorites or ignoring
some Restrictions while en
enf orcement of our R&CO6s t
to move into LSA in the first place because we felt
reasonably assured the R&C

So, please help the Council do its job by calling for a
permit before starting any sort of exterior construction.
This includes walk and driveway replacement, fences
(new or replacement), additions, play houses, new
roofs if a different type roof is to be installed, satellite
dish installation, gazebos, storage sheds, patios,
bulkheads, docks, boat ramps, decks, and just about
everything else. The permitting process usually takes
only a day or two. The application can be found on our
website at www.lakesherwoodacres.com and it can be
submitted electronically to Dick Hevey at the address
shown below. Itis easy and quick.

Also be aware that the Council has adopted special
policies governing the installation of generators, solar
panels, wind turbines, satellite dishes, and gymborees/
playground equipment. These policies can be found on
our website.

If you are interested to see the types and numbers of
permits issued you can find a database on the website
under Council Actions Database. It is periodically
updated.
