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Dear fellow residents,    
 
In our continuing effort to improve LSA communications, we are adding this special 
newsletter to report on the Annual Meeting and the results of your vote on the 2010 
Budget.   
 
On behalf of the SLA and LSCA Boards, we thank all of you who voted in this yearôs 

election, and particularly those who attended the Annual Meeting.  More than 50 residents attended,  listened to 
the guest speaker, Pete Newkirk, and saw firsthand the effort that the presenters put into their presenta tions.  
Of the 313 lots 163, or 52%, submitted ballots.  The 163 ballots represented 257 votes, of which 76% were in 
favor of the 2010 Budget and Plan.  This is approximately the same as last yearôs 75% approval ratio.  
Additional  statistics of the voting for the Budget and assessments appear  on page 3. 
 
For those who missed the meeting, the Minutes and the PowerPoint presentation are on the website for your 
viewing .   
 
We are grateful for the support of the majority of the voters who approved the 2010 Budg et.  Despite concerns 
from some members about spending funds for improving the landscaping, we hope that everyone will be 
pleased with the new ñlookò.  We will diligently work to complete the front entrance work as soon as weather, 
temperatures and the DPW  schedule permit.  Another of the unfinished items from 2009 is to update the traffic 
study.  We recognize that the cut-through traffic is an unwelcome co nsequence of our location.  Our Security 
Team continues to target traffic violators during the rush ho urs. They and others believe that the traffic  has at 
least relaxed from the extremely high volumes during construction.  We have asked DPW for a new traffic 
study to better quantify the current level.  We hope to have those results in time for the next newsletter.   
 
Joining the SLA Board this year is Mike Hayes.  Mike is a lake resident and served on the 2007 SLA Board 
before his out-of-town work schedule became too great.  We are pleased to have him back.  His introductory 
biography is another new fea ture and appears on the next page.   
 
As you know, we depend upon resident volunteers for almost everything we do.  You may recall a recent email 
asking for assistance in producing our newsletters.  We are pleased to report that we quickly received three 
positive responses.  Ultimately, Megan Johnson, the daughter of Neal and Melanie Johnson and  
granddaughter of Nestor Vicknair,  a junior majoring in Public Relations and Communications at LSU, has 
agreed to become the editor for at least a year.  Megan has worked on  other newsletters and she will use her 
skills and creativity to improve ours.  She will also use this experience to add to her portfolio.  We thank  those 
that replied to our email.   
 
Our goal continues to be to represent all 313 lots in Lake Sherwood Acres, and we can only do so with good 
feedback from you.
