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Dear neighbors,  February 18th, 2009 
 
Several years ago, in an attempt to curtail unnecessary traffic and speeding in Lake Sherwood 
Acres, the then current Board of Directors recommended installing stop signs at five locations on 
Lake Sherwood North, South, and East.  The Board organized a petition among the residents that 
convinced the City to install the signs.   
 
The speeding problem persisted, representing a safety hazard to residents along Lake Sherwood 
North, East and South.  In 2007 the Board asked our Security team of City Police officers to 
include enforcing both the stop signs and the speeding during their schedules.  In 2008 alone, the 
Police issued 472 citations for stop sign violations and 108 for speeding.  Yet, the problem 
continues.   
  
Last year the Board asked the City Traffic Department of Public Works Traffic Division to 
perform a “Traffic Study.”   The DPW set up recording stations on Lake Sherwood Avenues 
North and South to measure the speed and volume of the traffic.  At the January 2009 Board 
meeting, the DPW reported their findings and stated that the study confirmed that the 
neighborhood was experiencing traffic volume and speeding that qualified it for the installation of 
Traffic Calming devices at no cost to the subdivision.  The map below shows the DPW 
preliminary recommendation for the installation of seven speed humps.  These are constructed of 
rubber and are bolted onto the pavement, making them semi-permanent, and allowing them to be 
relocated or removed at a later date.  Also below is a photo of a typical installation in another 
Baton Rouge neighborhood.   
 
While we recognize that, like stop signs, the speed humps will inconvenience all of us because of 
the actions of a few, the need to improve the safety of the neighborhood is too important to 
overlook, and the cost of full-time active enforcement is prohibitive.  The number and location of 
the speed humps is designed to slow down motorists, which also might discourage them from 
using Lake Sherwood as a cut through.  For more information on their design and application, 
you can visit the manufacturer’s website http://www.trafficlogix.com/speed-humps.asp.

At the next Board meeting on March 2nd, the Board will take up this matter and decide whether to 
install speed humps.  It is our intention, with input from you, to request the DPW to revise their 
recommended locations to better fit our neighborhood.  We value any comments that you have.
